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SOCIAL SERVICES

Children receiving payment from the Foster Care Maintenance Payments program
provided through County Departments of Human Resources numbered 1,496 for the
month of November. The maximum board payment from the Department is based on
the age of the child and is as follows: 0-2 years, $205.00; 3-5 years, $218.00; 6-12 years,
$229.00; and 13-18 years (19 if last year in high school), $241.00. The average board
payment per month may be less than the maximum because some of the children
included have board payments made partially from private funds and because
some children do not remain at board for a full month. In some instances the average
board payment may exceed the maximum because certain children are eligible for
nursing care or special care.

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SOCIAL SERVICES

Children receiving payment from the Aid to Children in Foster Care program
provided through County Departments of Human Resources numbered 2,068 for the
month of November. The maximum board payment from the Department is based on
the age of the child and is as follows: 0-2 years, $205.00; 3-5 years, $218.00; 6-12 years,
$229.00; and 13-18 years (19 if last year in high school), $241.00. The average board
payment per month may be less than the maximum because some of the children
included have board payments made partially from private funds and because
some children do not remain at board for a full month. In some instances the average
board payment may exceed the maximum because certain children are eligible for
nursing care or special care.
